2. What do you believe the symbolic connotation of the woods, mountains, and jungle is? What idea 
might they stand for?

3. Mary Anne disappeared often, and ultimately disappeared completely. In what symbolic ways could 
her disappearance be read?

Analysis

1. Rat Kiley, while telling his tale, stops “almost in midsentence,” (112) to the profound irritation of 
Mitchell Sanders. Sanders says to him, “You can’t do that…you can’ say, Hey by the way I don’t 
know the ending,” (113). Kiley tries to tell the ending, basing it largely on information that he received 
second-hand from Eddie Diamond, but all he manages to say is that Mary Anne Bell “walked off into 
the mountains and did not come back,” (115). Her end is surrounded, it would appear, in statements 
of doubt.
